“Loving Students Making a Vow to help Katrina victims” is the theme the

school is using to provide an opportunity of support for the hurricane victims.
This title picks up on the 2005-2006 “Small Change for a BIG Change” theme,
but will be operated separately from that program.

Immediately following Katrina, the school has been doing much “behind the
scenes” research in looking for ways that we can best support the recovery
efforts. This has included contact with our national Evangelical Lutheran
Education Association; the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America-Domestic
Disaster Response ministry; the national Lutheran Relief Disaster Relief
program; and Thrivent Financial for Lutherans.

What we discovered at the beginning was, other than sending money and
Wal-Mart cards, there was little we could do until more details could be
provided because of the tremendous lack of information and logistical details.
On September 13, 14, and 15 we received details upon which we can act, as
well as a destination point of where to send supplies.

The rebuilding along the Gulf coast will be a long process. The Lutheran
School will be involved in the next recovery phase by conducting Operation
LSMYV Katrina. This will be an opportunity for our students to contribute
needed supplies during the period September 26-October 7. Details will be
sent home shortly. The school will continue to monitor the rebuilding process
for future opportunities of how we can be involved.

We ask for your continued prayers for all of the victims of Hurricane Katrina,
and all of the rescue and recovery workers.
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Thanks to the efforts of Mrs. Jordan and everyone who contributed to Small
Change for a BIG Change 2004-2005, transportation will be provided for all
Field Trips this year. Money was raised to purchase a bus, but after prayerful
consideration and much discussion, a decision was made to rent
transportation instead of purchasing a bus. (See page 2 for the October Field
Trips!)

Some 29 volunteers, worked 108 hours, to served 279 attendees all the
pancakes they could eat!

The following is a summary of the school’s involvement to date:

*

Fact gathering from the various national Lutheran disaster relief
programs to learn of specific needs and the way we can be most helpful.

The school board’s approval for free tuition at LSMV for displaced
families who move to Dayton.

The faculty at their monthly staff meeting suggested collecting school
supplies to send to the affected area and this was shared with the PTO
Executive Committee. However, at this time, the needed supplies for the
victims does not include school supplies, but specifically supplies in
the health, hygiene and cleaning areas.

Much classroom prayer and chapel prayer requests, as well as classroom
discussion with our students about this catastrophe.

Learned that our national church, the ELCA has contributed $1.5M to
date; 11 ELCA churches have adopted 1,000 displaced families to date;
Thriven for Lutherans has committed $5M to date and expects another
$6M to be contributed by its members and Thrivent matching dollar for
dollar up to $600 per member. This is in addition to Thrivent contributing



$100M over four years to Habitat for Humanity that will include building
many homes in the Gulf coast area.
